Ideally in good, fresh condition and should be typical of the species, uniform
in colour, size and form. Each should be clean (washed only), healthy and
undamaged, and may be cut/sliced for judging

Al Runner Beans (6), cut with stalk attached , no sign of seeds.

A2 Tomatoes (Sstandard size) with stem attached

A3 Tomatoes (5 Cherry size) with stem attached

A4 Cucumber with stalk attached and may be part sliced for judging.
A5 Courgettes (2)
